The Master of Public Health program is designed to equip students
with a broad range of skills, knowledge, and attitudes derived from
various disciplines which enable them to critically assess and deal
effectively with the broad spectrum of public health problems and
issues at the local, national and international levels. The program is
also designed to provide knowledge and develop skills in specific
areas within public health relevant to the student’s career goals.

PROGRAM OBJECTIVE

At the end of the program, the students should be able to
attain the following objectives: 1. An understanding of the
interrelatedness and interdependence of the various ecologi-
cal physical, biological, chemical, social, economic, political)
factors influencing health illness and the delivery of health
services

An understanding of the normal and abnormal changes in the
individual's life cycle and points for potential primary
intervention

An appreciation of the dynamics of individual and group
behavior and the need to utilize the educational approach in
affecting behavioral and social changes

The ability to evaluate health needs of communities, plan
appropriate programs/interventions to deal with problems,
implement and evaluate these programs

The ability to manage/administer health care services, espe-
cially within the organization’s limited resources 6. The ability
to use research findings in the study of current and emerging
health problems

The appreciation of the public health professional’s role of
being a facilitator of social change in one’s organization and
community

Graduation Requirements:

Plan A or Thesis Plan - 29 units of academic courses plus 6 units of
thesis
Plan B or Comprehensive Exam Plan - 34 units of academic courses

and a grade of “pass” in the comprehensive examination
